Cover Letter for Annotated Bibliography (50 pts)
Please write to me about the research experience. It will be up to you to create a unified letter that follows acceptable organization, coherence, and development of your responses. Expected requirements for this reflection: 4-6 pages, double-spaced, 12 pt. font in Times Roman or Arial, one-inch margins, appropriate heading (follow the syllabus). I’m expecting clear, complete sentences and control of punctuation as well. You can write directly to me (Dear Dr. Albertson), or you can write a first person piece where you discuss your actions and reactions.

First, tell me about your ten choices (be sure to include what they are and what kind they are). Include discussion of what you chose not to include as well as what you did include. I want you to explain how they relate to your research question/questions or thesis/controlling idea. This is practice for choosing appropriate sources when it’s time to do the multi-genre research project.


Also, describe the difficulties, if any, you encountered in the process of putting together your bibliography, from finding sources to discerning what types of sources they were, for example. How much help or hindrance was it to have Mr. Fernekes offer fine-tuning tips to using Galileo and Mrs. Smith’s review of the CRAAP test for finding and using sources? Be very specific about what was helpful or not; this information helps not only me but the librarians as well.

We did the LOC activity, the MLA/APA/CBE practice, annotation practice, and the “prepping” questions at the very beginning (what will you look into, where will you look, what do you want to know about the subject, etc). Which, if any, helped you the most with thinking about or doing research?  


What else should I add to help clarify the process of doing research (It’s a given that we have to cover this area of writing, so telling me not to include research is not an option in your discussion), and explain how or why. For instance, did allowing you to choose your topic from within the parameters of adjusting to college give you enough or too much freedom? 

In a separate paragraph, tell me about your high school experiences that helped you sail through, muddle through, or sink (at least it may have felt this way). Describe as much as you can the type of activities you did and how they helped you understand or “deal with” the tasks and any obstacles you encountered.
