Writing for Real (Audiences)

This writing assignment requires that you apply for something to a real audience: 

· A scholarship committee

· An application to present a paper at a professional organization

· A reputable contest

· An application to join an organization on campus

· A grant committee (for travel, perhaps?)
I have posted on WebCT (in Writing4) some but not a limitless supply of sources and ideas for this activity. Please feel free to check on others; I will probably say yes to your choice.

The purpose is to know your audience well enough to meet their/its requirements. If you write for a scholarship, think about what and whom you must address. If you write to submit a proposal (to make a presentation on research findings or to get a speaker to come to campus), you must also think about what and whom you must address.

The evaluation of this activity comes from several steps:

Finding an appropriate audience for your needs

Researching that audience to write the draft

Composing the draft

Sending the draft off (it won’t just be evaluated by the teacher of this course)

Reflecting on the activity.

Your grade for this 15% of the course will come from points given to each of the four required areas of the writing:

10 pts finding the audience

20 pts researching that audience

50 pts composing the draft

10 points sending it off (I will have to have proof of the submission before points are awarded.

10 pts reflecting (via a paper) on the activity.
